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As part of the school immunisation programme for children and young people, all girls in Year 8 are offered the HPV vaccination.  They will receive their first dose in Year 8, and the second dose in Year 9.

Around 970 women died from cervical cancer in 2011 in the UK.  It is estimated that about 400 lives could be saved every year in the UK as a result of vaccinating girls before they are infected with the HPV virus.  The HPV vaccine is a safe vaccine and there are very few girls who are not suitable for HPV vaccination.

The School Nurse and a team of immunisation nurses will be in school this term to deliver the HPV vaccination. You will receive a consent form and information leaflet, as well as the date that it will take place.  Please complete and return the consent form when you receive it.
