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 Consultant Led Care

The aim of this information leaflet is to explain what Consultant led care means for you 

Your midwife has just completed your booking details and from the history you have given, it suggests that you require some extra support during your pregnancy. You or your unborn baby may have very special needs that require you to see the Consultant Obstetrician or a senior grade of staff at every antenatal clinic visit.  Therefore, you have been booked for Consultant Led Care. This will be provided either at Llandough antenatal clinic or on the UHW site depending on where you live and your pregnancy needs.

Consultant led care means that the lead professional is a doctor and you have been booked under the care of one of the Obstetric Consultants.  The Consultants have a team of medical staff at different grades that provide care. 

It will depend on your medical needs as to which doctor you see at the clinic. You may not always see a very senior member if your condition does not warrant it. The junior doctors are in contact with the Consultant Obstetrician at all times in the antenatal clinic.  You may prefer to see a female doctor, however this is dependant on the doctors available and cannot always be guaranteed

Your community midwife will continue to see you for part of your antenatal care.  You will be informed after each visit where you will need to attend for your next appointment.

It is important that when you have attended the hospital antenatal clinic that you have understood all that has been discussed with you.  Sometimes it is difficult to take in all the information that the doctors have discussed with you. Please do not leave clinic feeling unhappy that your questions have not been answered or that you have not understood all the information discussed. A midwife is available in each ANC to answer any questions you may have about your appointment.

If your condition improves/changes you may be referred back to Midwifery Led Care. 
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
