Accompanying staff when they are escorting patients to take
par tin community based activities away from the unit.

The aim of the
Activity Team is to ensure that patient experience is of a high quality
and the team endeavour to support ward staff in offering
engagement opportunities to patients outside of the normal ward
routine and environemnt.
